ORDINANCE NO. 516-2009: 
AN ORDINANCE BY THE COUNCIL OF THE VILLAGE OF PANDORA, PUTNAM COUNTY, 
OHIO, ASSIGNING A ZONING CLASSIFICATION TO PARCELS OF REAL ESTATE 
ANNEXED TO THE VILLAGE OF PANDORA. 
Motion was made by Mr. Painter, seconded by Mr. Fricke to adopt 
Ordinance No. 516-2009 as read for its third and final reading. Voting: 
All Yea. 
 
ORDINANCE NO. 517-2009: 
AN ORIDNANCE AMENDING ORDINANCE NO. 429-2006: THE VILLAGE OF PANDORA, 
OHIO INCOME TAX REGULATIONS. 
Motion was made by Mr. Hall, seconded by Mrs. Stall to place Ordinance 
No. 517-2009 on its second reading. Voting: All Yea. 
 
Village resident, Dwain Hall, was present to express his concerns of 
high traffic areas not having sidewalks which potentially presents a 
safety hazard.  The area of most concern is along State Route 12.  The 
one property owner had expressed an interest in installing sidewalks, 
but as of this date had not done so.  It was the concensus of the 
Council for the Village Administrator to contact this property owner as 
to this matter.  The Village cannot spend village funds on private 
property to have these sidewalks installed.   
 
Adam Cupp of Fawcett, Lammon & Recker Insurance was present to discuss 
the present medical insurance plan for the employees and what other 
options may be available.  Some of the coverages in the present plan are 
additional out of pocket expenses to the employees than in previous 
years.  Mr. Cupp presented to possibly change the drug prescription plan 
to Option 2.  If this would be approved by Medical Mutual, this would 
alleviate the present higher deductible under Option 4.  The other 
possible change would be to establish an Employer Contribution HRA plan.  



This would result in higher costs to the village, but help to alleviate 
some of the present high deductibles. 
 
Motion was made by Mr. Painter, seconded by Mrs. Stall to move into 
Executive Session to discuss Personnel matters-medical insurance. 
Voting: All Yea.(Time:8:20 PM).  Motion was made by Mr. Vance, seconded 
by Mr. Fricke to move from Executive Session to Regular Session. Voting: 
All Yea. (Time:8:40 PM). 
 
The Village Administrator reported on the following: 1) Phase IV Sewer 
Project – the advertisement for bids will be in the paper this week and 
next week with the bid opening on April 22, 2009 at 12 Noon. 2) Sarka 
Electric has installed the generator automatic switch for the water 
plant. 
 
Motion was made by Mrs. Stall, seconded by Mr. Painter to excuse Mr. 
Blank from this meeting. Voting: All Yea. 
 
With no further business to discuss, the meeting was adjourned upon a 
motion by Mr. Painter, seconded by Mr. Fricke. Voting: All Yea. 
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
