ORDINANCE NO. 522-2010: ANNUAL APPROPRIATION ORDINANCE 
Motion was made by Mr. Fricke, seconded by Mr. Blank to adopt Ordinance 
No. 522-2010 as read for its third and final reading. Voting: All Yea. 
 
ORDINANCE NO. 523-2010:AN ORDINANCE BY THE COUNCIL OF THE VILLAGE OF 
PANDORA ESTABLISHING NO PARKING ZONE ON NORTH JEFFERSON STREET IN THE 
VILLAGE OF PANDORA, PUTNAM COUNTY, OHIO. 
Motion was made by Mrs. Stall, seconded by Mr. Fricke to adopt Ordinance 
No. 523-2010 as read for its third and final reading. Voting: All Yea. 
 
The Village Administrator reported on the following: 1) The steering and 
brakes went out on the red truck.  The cost to replace the vacuum pump  
is $1500.  2) There are approximately 26 ash trees in the Village; a few 
of which are on private property.  There is a matching grant to remove 
said trees.  After some discussion, it was the consensus of the Council  
for those trees on private property, to contact the owner.  As to the 
trees on right-of-way or in the Park, some of those trees are small and 
the village employees may be able to remove said trees.  As to the 
larger trees, to contact a tree contractor as to the cost to remove said 
trees. 3) An approximate date to move into the Parsons' building is mid-

The Fiscal Officer presented to Council the current percentages of 
payroll paid out of each village fund.  One option is to advance monies 
from the General Fund to the Water Fund.  Also if there is abnormal 
activity per pay period, such as inclement weather, the Fiscal Officer  
will adjust said percentages for that specific pay period for those 
employees impacted.  Further discussion was had as to changing some of 
the current percentages, based on their daily work routines.  After some 
discussion, the Council made the following changes:
