A RESOLUTION RETAINING ATTORNEY, SCOTT L. BASINGER, AS VILLAGE SOLICITOR 
FOR THE VILLAGE OF PANDORA, OHIO FOR THE REMAINDER OF 2011 YEAR. 
Motion was made by Mr. Blank, seconded by Mrs. Stall to place Resolution 
No. 2011-599 on its first reading. Voting: All Yea. 
 
Riley Township Trustee, Mark Kinsinger, and Fire Chief, Jason Kinsinger 
were present to discuss the possibility of any major purchases for this 
year.  The Fire Department ordered a cascade  
price with the remaining balance of approximately $1,900 to be shared 



50/50 between the Trustees and the Village. 
 
The Village Administrator reported on the following: 1) Proposed a $25 
fee for shelter house reservations.  Any reservations that have been 
made up to January 25, 2011 will be grandfathered as to this fee.  The 
fee must be paid prior to the usage of said shelter house.  Legislation 
as to this matter will be presented at the next meeting. 2) Received 
estimate as to the playground repairs for the NatureWorks Grant.  The 
estimate for the repairs is $15,350.38 and to remove the wood mulch and 
replace with pea gravel for a cost of $9,720, with a 10% contingency 
fee, making a total for the Natureworks project of $27,577.42.  The 
Natureworks Grant would cover up to 75% of the total cost of the 
project, with the remaining of approximately 25% being paid by the 
Village. 
 
The revised handicap parking plans for the Community Center were 
presented to Council.  Motion was made by Mr. Fricke, seconded by Mr. 
Painter to approve said handicap parking plans as submitted. Voting: All 
Yea. 
 
Motion was made by Mrs. Stall, seconded by Mr. Fricke to excuse Mr. 
Vance from this meeting. Voting: All Yea.

Motion was made by Mr. Painter, seconded by Mr. Hall to approve the 
Mayor's Appointments for 2011. 
 
The following are the highlights of the Mayor's Annual Report: 1) In 
January the Village purchased the former Parson's Auto Service buildings 
to be used as an office for the Village Administrator as well as the 
block buildings to be used for maintenance and storage purposes. (2)  In 
the Spring, the Village completed it's fourth and final sewer separation 
phase. (3) The Village Council received distressing news of the worker's 
compensation premium being increased substantially due to the village's 
employee, Rick Morrison, being injured. Also village employee, Marvin 
Steiner, was injured repairing a watermain break and was off work for 
approximately three months.  In August, village employee, Rick Morrison, 
experienced some health problems and was off for a short time. 4) In 
August the Riley Creek Fest brought several hundred cars as well as a 
large crowd to the downtown on Friday evening.  Also during the Fest two 
new businesses, Pandora Flooring and Supply and the Basinger Law office, 
celebrated their grand openings. 5) Hilty Memorial Home broke ground to 
an $800,000 addition to their facility. 6) The Village applied for a  
 
 
 
 



CDBG grant for handicap parking at the A-L Community Center. 7) The 
Village created their own stimulus program by abating the first three 
months of water/sewer charges to new owner occupied residences.  This 
program will end June 1, 2011. 8) The Pandora Manufacturing building was 
sold in December to Greenbrier Realty.  There are no definite plans for 
this building, but are seeking tenants at this time. 9) The Village is 
fiscally sound, even with the economic downturn this year. Even with 
some of our revenue being decreased, the village still had a total net 
gain of approximately $150,000 by year end.
