The meeting was opened with Pledge of Allegiance.

Motion was made by Mrs. Buess, seconded by Mr. Swary to approve the
bills as presented. voting: Al] vea.

Brien Bowers was present and stated the Bike fundraiser for the Root
family was a success. They raised approximately $1,300. Mr. Bowers
stated they would Tike to have a Bike Fest next year and if the
Council would allow, to have overnight camping at the Park. Mayor
SchTlumbohm stated the Council would render a decision once research
has been completed as to the regulations in place for Park use: more
specifically overnight camping.

Greg Bockrath of Bockrath & Associates was present to answer any
questions the Council may have as to the proposals regarding the
waterline replacement projects. As to Mr. Bockrath’s engineering
fees, the quoted fee of $20,300 would be for both projects. After
additional discussion, a motion was made by Mr. Burkholder, seconded
by Mr. swary to hire Bockrath & Associates to prepare the design
documents and submit Issue I funding application for both waterline
replacement projects. voting: A1l Yea.

Mr. Bockrath also presented a proposal of $1,800.00 as to the
preparation of a zoning map which could be entered on the village's
website. Also once this map is completed, then additional
information could be included on said map, such as location of water
and sewer lines, etc. After some discussion, it was the consensus of
the Council to hire Bockrath & Associates for the preparation of said
zoning map.

A lot split plat map was presented to Council, This lot split is
located as Inlot 348 on S.R. 12 and adjoins Inlot 347, now owned by
Jeff and Kathy Rutschilling, and Inlot 349, now owned by Josh and
Lacy Moore. Motion was made by Mr. Burkholder, seconded by mr.
Eisenbach to approve said plat. voting: All Yea.

The village Administrator reported American Electric Power has
requested the easement located at the Basinger Road Substation be
increased by five feet. By accepting this easement increase, the
village will receive approximately $490. Motion was made by Mr.
Swary, seconded by Mrs. Buess to authorize village Administrator,
Stanley Schneck, to sign any and all documents for this American
Electric Power easement payment schedule. Voting: All Yea.

The village Administrator also reported on the status of the
installation of a sidewalk between unarco and Doug & Edna’s ice cream
shop. As stated previously, the owner of said property does not
desire to install a sidewalk at this time. Mr. Schneck has receijved
two quotes for this sidewalk installation as follows: Shartell
Construction-$2,880.; Pandora Contracting-$2,550 with topsoil and
grading of $530 for a total of $3,080. The village's sidewalk
ordinance states the village will reimburse one-half of the cost. The
Pandora chamber of Commerce was approached as to a contribution
towards this sidewalk project. The Chamber of Commerce stated they
would contribute $1,000 towards this project. Also Mr. Bradshaw
stated at an earlier meeting he would also contribute towards this
project. Therefore, with the village paying one-half of the project,
Chamber of Commerce’s contribution of $1,000 and Mr. Bradshaw’s
contribution, this project could be completed for $2,880.

**(Addition to paragraph above) with prior Council approval.
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Therefore it was the consensus of the Council to hire Shartell
Construction to install said sidewalk for the quoted price of $2,880.

Police cChief, Scott Stant, stated that for 911 purposes, the annexed
area located on Road 4 is in need of a street name as well as
house/building numbers. This matter was tabled to be discussed at a
future meeting.

Fiscal officer, Lana Burry, presented the 2015 Budget to the Council.
Motion was made by Mr. Swary, seconded by Mr. Liechty to adopt the 2015
Budget for the fiscal year beginning January 1, 2015, and submit the
same to the County Budget Commission for their cons1derat1on voting:
All Yea.

with no further business to discuss, the meeting was adjourned upon a
motion by Mrs. Miller, seconded by Mrs. Buess. voting: All Yea.
